     Countdowns for a Points/Handicap  race

10 seconds before each flag hoist/lower and sound signal, one member of the team should start counting down (out loud) “10, 9, 8, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1”with flag ‘move’ and sound signal on ‘0’.

 Example ( raising of class flag 5 minutes before race start time ) 10 seconds before “time” OOD  counts down “10, 9, 8, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1, 0 . On “0” the class flag is raised  and horn sounded.

Using the same procedures the ‘Blue Peter’ is hoisted 4 minutes before start time, then at  one minute before start time the ‘Blue Peter’ is lowered, with the Class’ flag coming down on the race “Start” time.

                  Boats away in a pursuit race

In a pursuit race a countdown start is displayed on the countdown indicator (minute) board. (This is situated on the outside of the box, facing the water). 

It displays the time in minutes before or after the official start time (boats start on handicaps as listed on race/handicap sheets).

                    ( See “F” for countdown detail)

The raising of “the start” flags and sound signals at 5, 4, 1 and 0 minutes takes place as normal, irrespective of any possible slow boats starting before on their ‘minus’ time on the countdown indicator “minute” board.

Ideally more than one person is required for this.

               Countdowns for Pursuit races

Whether boats are starting or not the “minute” board must be used – starting at least 5 minutes prior to the first (slowest) boats start.

At 20 seconds before each “minute” the appropriate “minute” number is inserted into the board.    The number then taken out on the minute and a sound signal made.

This process to continue until all boats are away.

Minutes in the board before ‘0’ (actual race start time) must have a ‘minus’ sign before them and minutes after ‘0’ to have a “plus” sign in front of them)
