POINTS RACING.

AVERAGE LAP TIME CALCULATIONS.

ALL BOATS TO SAIL FOR ABOUT THE SAME TIME PERIOD  (ABOUT ONE HOUR).

FOR BOATS THAT HAVE COMPLETED FEWER LAPS THAN THE LEAD BOAT

CALCULATE THEIR AVERAGE LAP TIMES

ELAPSED TIME IS DIVIDED BY THE NUMBER OF LAPS SAILED

THEN MULTIPLIED BY THE NUMBER OF LAPS SAILED BY THE FASTEST BOAT.

THIS NEW CALCULATED ELAPSED TIME IS THEN MULTIPLIED BY 1000 THEN DIVIDED BY ITS

HANDICAP NUMBER TO OBTAIN ITS CORRECTED TIME

EXAMPLE :-               FOR ALL BOATS WITH FEWER LAPS THAN THE LEAD BOAT
